The map layers have been separated by frequencies. Each set of frequencies is represented by a different color. Under the frequencies
are the callsigns of the various stations listed.

- A Digipeter has an icon of a circle.
- A Winlink Gateway has an icon of a star.
We can change these later, but for now this is how they are.
